Brief Analysis of Final Results of the Nation-wide Establishment Listing of
Cambodia 2021

The Nation-wide Establishment Listing of Cambodia 2021 (EL2021) was conducted with
09 August 2021 as the reference date. The EL2021 covered all of fixed establishments in
the whole territory of Cambodia and was the first time in the history of Cambodia. The
final results of the EL2021 were released in September 2021 after data processing for 12
months, and with the results and relevant information are summarized as follows:

1. Total number of establishments is 742,940 in Cambodia.

There were 742,940 establishments in Cambodia as of August 2021 as the final results of
the EL2021 (Table 1). The number of persons engaged in these establishments was
2,969,593 composed of 1,208,558 males accounting for 40.7% and 1,761,035 females
(59.3%) (Table 4.1). Females are fairly more than males.

Definition of establishment

An establishment is an enterprise or part of enterprise which is situated in a single location
and in which only a single (non-ancillary) productive activity is carried out or in which
the principal productive activity accounts for most of the value added. This conforms to
the International Standard Industrial Classifications (ISIC) Rev.4 of the United Nations.

Generally speaking, there are three kinds of establishments: fixed, movable, and mobile.
"Fixed" means an establishment running some economic activity always in the fixed place
and building. "Movable" means an establishment running some economic activity always
in the fixed place, but it is possible to move the place easily. And "mobile™ means an
establishment running some economic activity on the run. It should be the results in this
report also include “mobile” or street business.

Coverage

The EL2021 covered all establishments excluding "Agriculture, Forestry, and Fishery"
(Section A) and "Household Activities" (Section 1) of ISIC. However, establishments
which process agriculture, forestry, and fishery products are included in these final results
as "Manufacturing” (Section C of ISIC). Given the definition of establishment, the
business activities without a proper location are not included in EL2021. It also excluded
national/local government offices including military quarters and diplomatic offices.

2. Cambodia has relatively fewer establishments for its population size.

The number of establishments per 1,000 persons in Cambodia was 44 in 2021, which was
28 in 2009.

3. The number of establishments with one or two persons engaged accounts for around
81.8%.).
The number of establishments with one person engaged was 350,125 accounting for
47.1%, and that with two persons engaged was 257,766 (34.7%). Thus, one or two-person
size establishments accounted for around 81.8% of the total.



The number of establishments with five or more persons engaged was 56,639 accounting
for 7.6%; that with ten or more persons engaged was 21,232 (2.9%); that with one hundred
or more persons engaged was 1,868 (0.3%); and that with five hundred or more persons
engaged was only 623 (0.08%). Hence, large-scale establishments account for a very low
portion in Cambodia.

Nonetheless, the number of persons engaged in establishments with five or more persons
engaged was 1,840,928 accounting for 62.0%; that with ten or more persons engaged was
1,623,561 (54.7%); that with one hundred or more persons engaged was 1,212,591
(40.8%); and that with five hundred or more persons engaged was 935,807 (31.5%) (Table
4.1).

4. Female representatives of establishments account for 63.3% (Table 1).
Representatives of establishments with one person engaged were composed of 80,283
male representatives and 269,842 female ones. At the same time, the data indicates that
the larger the scale of establishment is, the higher the proportion of male representative
is.

5. Most of Establishments are owned and operated by one person, 96.2% of all
establishments.

Most of establishments are Sole Proprietorship/Physical Person (Table 3.2.1 (1/2)). Sole
Proprietorship/Physical Person establishments accounted for 96.2% of all establishments
in 2021 (Table 2.4.1 (1/2)). Thus, it implies that most of establishments in Cambodia are
owned and operated by one person. Additionally, the number of persons engaged in the
establishments of this type was 1,725,463 accounting for 58.1 % (Table 9.2.1).

6. Wholesale and retail trade and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles” (Section
G) accounts for 66.1%. (Table 2.2; Table 2.6.1; Table 6.1.1).

Looking at the number of establishments by Section of ISIC, "Wholesale and retail trade
and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles” (Section G) was the biggest Section, and
was 491,238 accounting for 66.1%. Subsequently, "Accommodation and food service
activities™ (Section I) was 93,453 (12.6%) including "Restaurants and mobile food service
activities" (Class 5610); “Beverage serving activities" (Class 5630); Short term
accommodation activities" (Class 5510), etc. Then, "Manufacturing” (Section C) was
52,513 (7.1%). "Other service activities” (Section S) was 49,656 (6.7%) including
"Hairdressing and other beauty treatment” (Class 9602); "Activities of religious
organizations" (Class 9491), “Washing and (dry-) cleaning of textile and fur products”
(class 9601), etc. "Human health and social work activities" (Section Q) was
13,741(1.8%) including Medical and dental practice activities" (Class 8620); "Hospital
activities" (Class 8610), etc. “Financial and insurance activities” (Section K) was 13,716
(1.8%) which was dominated by “Other financial service activities, except insurance and
pension funding activities” (Class 6499).

In terms of the number of persons engaged by Section of ISIC, the largest sector was
"Manufacturing™ (Section C) which had 1,107,119 accounting for 37.3%, followed by
"Wholesale and retail trade and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles™ (Section G)
which was 962,398 (32.4%). Subsequently, "Accommodation and food service activities"



(Section 1) was 253,886 (8.5%); "Other service activities" (Section S) was 185,906
(6.3%); "Education™ (Section P) was 162,075 (5.5%).

7. 52 percent of all establishments are located in the urban area

The number of establishments which were located in the urban area was 392 thousand
accounting for 52.9% oflhe total. In the rural area, there were 349 thousand
establishments accounting for 47.1%, that is almost a half of the total.

At the same time, looking at large-scale establishments with one hundred or more persons
engaged, there were 1,626 establishments in the urban area accounting for 87%. In the
rural area, there were only 242 establishments (13%). Thus, more than three quarters of
large-scale establishments were located in the urban area.
